	1. (3 – 5 min) Discussion of “portraiture” with vocabulary (proportion and symmetry)
2. (3 min) Demonstrating measuring and mapping a head on the promethean board 
3. (10 – 15 min) Measuring and mapping heads on the promethean board (student volunteers)
4. (2 – 3 min) Brief discussion of background
5. (3 – 5 min) Material distribution
6. (15 min) Walk-through of correct proportions
7. (5 min) Clean up
